SLSF Reports
Cathy Splett, Foundation Coordinator reported that we were awarded over $67,000 in grants.

There were some grants that were approved in 2014 that are not reflected in the above total
because they will be received in 2015. IDOT has approved a 14 passenger vehicle. Director
Nowicki asked about two private grants that were submitted in early 2014 to see if we will
receive the funds. Cathy replied probably not but the IMPACT 100 Transportation Grant was
accepted through the first round, if we make it through a second round then the grant will need to
be rewritten for a larger amount. Those grants that have not been received remain pending until
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an official answer is received. It was reported that SLSF net less money but the expense per
donor decreased while the return donors and the response rate increased. Fit and Fund is a
program that was started a couple of years ago and is for those who participate in 5K’s,
marathons, sport events, etc. Fit and Fund participants can raise funds to be donated to SLSF.
The first year there were ten members and $5,000.00 was raised, this year there were only three
members and $167.00 was raised, however we had an $1,800.00 sponsor. In 2015 Cathy and
Andrea Griffin, Manager of Inclusion Services are going to work with the Outreach person who
will visit high schools and recruits students to become involved.

Sponsorships | _
Superintendent Sowa reported that there are $19,150 in sponsorships as of January 1%, including

Northwest Community Hospital which has committed to being a $15,000 Opportunity Sponsor,
$7.500 for Gold Medal Fashion Show and $7,500 for Celebrate Ability.

Annual Appeal ‘
Cathy Splett, Foundation Coordinator stated there are two Annual Appeals sent out to our donors

once in the Spring and once during the Holiday Season. Donations were down in 2014
compared to 2013 because two past major donors did not give. SLSF is going to be contact
donors twelve times a year since that is a national standard. Not all contacts involve requesting
funds. : '

NWSRA Scholarship Report

Superintendent Finger reported that in 2014 $66,361.88 was awarded in scholarships which
provided 563 scholarships for 411 individuals. The reason the number of individuals receiving
scholarships in 2013 was higher than those receiving scholarships in 2014 is because in 2013
there were 3 camps of 9 week program sessions so each individual had to register for each
session. In 2014, instead of registering twice, individuals only registered once. ‘'All numbers for
2014 were affected because all school districts used their emergency snow days and as a result
camp was reduced by 1 week. The ratio for scholarships is 30% paid by the parent/guardian and

70% provided by NWSRA. Everyone who applied for a scholarship in 2014 received one.

Marketing and Public Relations

Brian Selders, Manager of PR and Marketing reported that the SLSF.me website was unveiled at
the Holiday Luncheon in December. One of the goals for the site is to make it as easy as possible
for people to find the information for which they are searching. An upgrade to the SLSF website
also includes a sponsor page. An SLSF company page has also been created on LinkedIn. Brian
also spoke about the two formats of the Board packet, one being the whole packet in one file and
the other being divided in separate tabs. Director Arthur suggested adding an area on the web
page for people to request NWSRA/SLSF presentations.

NWSRA Program Report :
Superintendent Clausen made a correction to the dates on the Program Report, they should read
December 10, 2013 — January 9, 2015. Superintendent Clausen thanked the SLSF Board for
their support of NWSRA. SLSF has provided funds for program support to build collaboratives
which was emphasized in 2014. The first collaborative, PURSUIT, is a partnership with
Clearbrook. The participants that attend this program have graduated high school and are at least
21 years old. The 6 month pilot program has been completed and will continue through the 3
year lease at Rolling Meadows Community Center. As of January 5™ the program is full with 16
participants attending each day Monday — Friday. A future interest list has been created and it
looks like an additional 5 people per day can be added in June and possibly start another program
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Fall 2015. Another exciting collaborative for this year is Healthy Minds/Healthy Bodies, which
is a recreation program for Veterans done in conjunction with Bartlett Park District. The third
collaborative is with St. Alexian Brothers Hospital. NWSRA partnered with the Autism Disorder
Spectrum Transition Program to promote a Safety for Yourself Martial Arts program to help
develop safety skills, gross motor and motor skills and core development. The last collaborative
is with Consolidated School District 21 in Wheeling, which partners with the Parent Educator
Program. This program helps families who are not fluent in English or have other language
barriers. While the parents are attending classes, the program provides activities for their
children with disabilities. There are approximately 120 children and 4 — 6 programs are held
throughout the year. District 21 has also partnered with Harper College for the same program for
which NWSRA provides activities occasionally on Mondays & Wednesdays. Superintendent
Clausen gave program highlights which included taking a group of young adults to a Dude
Ranch in Colorado. SLSF also provides support for Inclusion Services. Superintendent Clausen
thanked the Board for their support. SLSF provided support for 370 individuals in Inclusion
Services, which is an increase over 2013. SLSF also supports NWSRA’s 21 vehicle fleet,
Lightning Teams, Partner Bowling and Partner Softball. Director Wasowicz inquired if any
work was done with the Palatine Opportunity Center. Superintendent Clausen replied she will
look into it.

Financial Reports
Kelly DeCorrevont, Business Services Coordinator, explained how the $150,000 for the Rolling

Meadows Community Center lease is going to appear in the financial reports. December 1% is
when the journal entry was made to the account for the 3 year lease. President Crawford
explained that Knutte & Associates is our accounting firm. They handle both the NWSRA and
SLSF audits and have been very helpful with answering our questions. Our audit is scheduled in
February.

SLSF continues with Benjamin F. Edwards. A representative, David Hanson, spoke with the
Investment Committee in October and discussed cash flow as well as the grant from SLSF to
NWSRA to pay for the rent for RMCC for the first 3 years. He will be back in May to update

investments and how to keep cash flow moving.

Program Highlights

Weekly Programs

Saturday Superstars held in Park Place, Streamwood, has 9 youngsters ages 7 — 12 years who enjoy
crafts; games, swimming and social time with friends. This season they enjoyed an Easter egg hunt,
parachute games and a sensory activity with food coloring and shaving cream. The program leader
provided consistent structure through a regular routine which allowed the group to improve their ability
to take turns, follow directions and work together as a team.

Learn to Skate welcomed a new skater, Jessica, age 6 who has blossomed on the ice. She is still very
tentative but now can stand and march forward independently. She enjoys stepping on the bubbles
from the dinosaur bubble machine and sliding when there are no bubbles. Each week she has come
in a new skating outfit and her entire family are in the stands, cheering her on for every move she
makes.

Clubs

On April 24, three Friday night social clubs, which serve individuals with physical disabilities, joined
together at the Palatine Community Center for Paralympic Night. There were 25 athletes along with
15 staff and volunteers that made this night a success. NWSRA showcased five Paralympic sports
which included boccia, wheelchair basketball, wheelchair football, power soccer and adapted cycling.
Many community center members were drawn to the event and watched as our athletes competed
against one another. The event lasted two hours with a short snack intermission that was provided for
everyone involved. NWSRA and its Paralympic Sports Club look to continue to work together to
increase awareness of Paralympic sports and the offerings they provide.

Special Events

On May 25, NWSRA presented the Third Annual Music Recital featuring 16 participants in piano,
guitar, drum and singing lessons. A dessert reception followed the event for parents, performers and
invited guests. Several parents commented that they were pleased to see that NWSRA offers multiple
music programs and that their child has the ability to participate and showcase their talent to family
and friends.

Inclusion

This spring NWSRA is supporting 120 individual residents in 181 member park district programs.
Inclusion Coordinators Evelyn Kourliouros and Rachel Hubsch assisted Mt. Prospect Park District with
a senior resident who has mobility issues and needs assistance for his water aerobics class. The Mt.
Prospect Park District and NWSRA worked together to find a safe alternate for the senior to enter and
exit the pool.

The Inclusion Coordinators, along with NWSRA member park districts, have been working together to
help provide continued support to preschool and school age children by scheduling parent meetings.
The parent meetings consist of the park district program coordinator, the parent(s) and an Inclusion
Coordinator. These meetings are held to help foster the team environment and to discuss ideas to
ensure their success in the park district program. This spring the Inclusion Coordinators have been
involved in eight parent meetings and have seen continued success of the resident(s) involved.

NWSRA Lightning Sports Teams

Start...Press...Rack!!! The NWSRA Lightning Powerlifting Team has been dedicated to their training
schedule since September, gearing-up for the Special Olympics District Qualifier that was held on
Sunday, April 12. Greg Zbrzezny, Program Specialist, and his assistant coaches have been

The HMHB program for veterans at the Life Center Health & Fitness Center (Bartlett Park District)
continues to grow with 8 veterans involved in the program. Healthy Minds Healthy Bodies is a nation-
wide program implemented by fithess centers to provide veterans with two one year memberships for
the veteran and a “buddy”, up to 15 personal training sessions and monthly networking opportunities.

PURSUIT
Giving back to the community is one of the most rewarding activities planned for the adults in the
PURSUIT program. Volunteering at Ronald McDonald House and baking desserts is one activity on

the schedule each month. PURSUIT participants also volunteer at the Lutheran Home in Arlington

Heights, leading bingo once a month. The group gathers prizes and has been working on their public
speaking skills. The adults in the PURSUIT program have logged 72 volunteer hours from March 10 —
May 9. '

PURSUIT began planning for their community garden plots which are located at the Schaumburg
Park District garden plots; utilizing the above-ground raised garden plots that they built just for the
PURSUIT program. They mapped out a complete plan for the garden and are super excited to get
started.

Staff Development and Training

On April 16, Mary Mazzaroli spoke at the ACA Mid-states conference at the Pheasant Run Resort in
St. Charles on the topic of creating individualized accommodations for children and adults who have
disabilities.

The NWSRA Day Camp Coordinators and their manager attended the PDRMA Day Camp, SRA and
Aquatics Forum on April 17. The forum focused on aquatic safety, communication and the
development of procedures between SRAs, outside groups and the park district aquatic staff.

Twin Lakes Boating Safety Training was held on April 21 to train the program staff on the procedures
of-using the paddle boats during leisure education programs at Twin Lakes.

A CPI (Crisis Prevention Intervention) refresher was offered to full time staff with current certification
in order to keep the skills fresh and updated.

The NWSRA office staff presented a workshop on customer service which included a power point
presentation and a video. The Recruitment Team presented a workshop on interviewing skills to be
utilized during Open Interview Nights. Staff in the finance department presented a workshop on basic
budgeting skills.
